The Alpha Course in Canada

2,903 churches and organizations in Canada have run the Alpha course.
Over three quarters of a million people in Canada have attended an Alpha course to date.

While the majority of Alpha courses in Canada are run in churches or in homes, they can
also be found in workplaces, pubs, cafes, prisons, addiction treatment centers, Aboriginal
Reserves, military bases, high schools and university campuses.

There are 50 Alpha courses running in Canada’s prisons, and 5 churches have committed to
being “Caring for Ex-Offender” churches.
